1. On the driver side visor swivel bracket, carefully pry the plastic cover off of the
front of the bracket (Fig. 3). The lightbar mounting bracket will sit in the space that
the cover occupied. NOTE: Pry the cover off using two flat blade screwdrivers
on each side to avoid braking the cover. The cover will not be used here but
should be saved in case you wish to remove the lightbar in the future.
